
 

 Hearing followed by written 
decision 

Complainant or officer files Notice of 
Appeal with Commission’s Registrar  
and serves parties within 30 days of 
receiving written decision 

 Police Service requested to file record 
of  disciplinary hearing 

 Written argument prepared by each 
party that contains evidence relied on  
and legal argument and authorities 

 Serve copy on each party and file 
three copies with the Commission 

 

 Legal issues to be raised prior to 
appeal hearing 

 Received by Commission and served 
on parties at least 14 days prior to 
appeal hearing date 

Commission may: 
 Confirm decision of disciplinary hearing 
 Revoke decision – substitutes its own 

decision 
 Order a new disciplinary hearing 
 No power to award costs 

 

 Oral argument  

 No appeal of Commission’s decision 
 May apply to Divisional Court for 

Judicial Review  
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
